In the May 8 Annual Town election, Brookline voters will choose two Select Board 

members, three School Committee members, five Library Board members, and 

consider ballot questions for  an Override and  Debt Exclusion proposals.  

On Thursday, April 26, BrooklineCAN’s  Livable Community Advocacy Committee 

and the BrooklineSenior Center will present an  Election Forum  at the Senior Center, 

93 Winchester Street from 4 to 6 pm. The forum will focus on the contested races for 

Board of Selectmen and School Committee as well as the Override and Debt Exclusion. 

Candidates will make brief opening statements and answer questions from the 

audience. Candidates and advocates will be asked to give special attention to senior 

concerns. 

The Forum is free and open to all.
